Proceedings:

Desiree Turner discussed the proof of Notice of Hearing.  She delivered notices to homes South of Baseline on September 20, 2011.  Notices were mailed to 5 homes that had different “bill to” addresses on September 21, 2011.  Debbie Berg delivered notices to homes North of Baseline on September 21, 2011.  Pursuant to Bylaws 1.5.1, the notices were sent as required.  E-mail reminders were sent on October 1st and 4th regarding meeting.
Ned Carey discussed the Baseline owner’s thoughts on having the HOA maintain the Baseline and F 3/4 properties.  He discussed that the Baseline area is looking run down.  When he bought the house he had the property taken care of by Ron when he still ran the HOA.  It was stressed that the HOA does not own the properties, that the individual home owners own the property.  Ron stated that each homeowner would have to give written authorization to the HOA allowing someone to go on their property to work.  It was stated that people should be responsible for their own property.  Dawn stated that some home owners are not doing a good job taking care of their own properties.  Desiree stated that it needs to be better enforced.
Election of officers.  Ned volunteered to sit on the Board.  Kevin Keenan volunteered but stated that his interest is to see the Baseline maintenance going through.  Curt Hatch also stated that he would help.  There were some remarks from members regarding the conflict of interest with the new Board members since they are all Baseline owners.  
It was agreed since the Board was all Baseline owners that the proposal for the HOA to maintain the Baseline & F ¾ properties would go to a written ballet.

The motion to accept the Board was entered.  There were 22 in favor and 3 against.  The three against stated that they feel that other Filings should have representation.

Desiree Turner then discussed the proposed 2011/2012 budget.  Jocelyn Mullen had a question regarding the “gas & electric” line item.  Desiree advised that it is to run the pump for the Baseline properties.  A motion was made to pass the budget as stated.  It was unanimous all in favor.
Desiree Turner asked Jocelyn Mullen if the Jolley complaint had been resolved.  Jocelyn was to meet with the homeowners and make sure the fence was built to specifications.  Jocelyn reported that they did meet and that yes the fence was built as approved by Ron Abeloe.  She went on to say that the CC&R will have to be revised to cover this issue better.  No revisions were proposed or made at this time.  Jeena Jolley was in attendance and stated that they are not happy with the decision.  She has contact Mesa County and they are looking into the matter.  Dennis Witgren advised that house has been sold and a swift resolution needs to be made.  Jocelyn agreed to medicate between the Jolley and Dennis Witgren to come to resolution.  This was acceptable to both parties.

Desiree Turner asked Gale Loech if he and Ron made an agreement regarding the “horse property”.  He advised that they had.  The horse property would not use more than the equivalent of three garden hoses per day.  Jocelyn Mullen became angry stating that this isn’t a good ole’ boys club and a hand shake would not due.  Ron advised her that the water shares are owned by him personally and not the HOA and that he was doing the neighborly thing by making said agreement.  Gale and Desiree agreed and the issue was dropped.
Gale advised that the water will be shut off on October 17th.

Desiree asked if there was any new business and a member talked about the amount of barking dogs in the neighborhood.  It was agreed that dog owners should be more aware and courteous.
